On September 30, 2009, a fire broke out on
Vandenberg Air Force Base, which was fueled by

very strong winds.  Structures on the Base were
threatened, and all nonessential Base personnel were
promptly evacuated.

However, the staf f at the Breakers Dining Facility is
considered “essential” to support emergency
situations; so the dining facility remained open, and
LOVARC employees used the one open route available
to access the Base.  At times ther e was no electricity,
and the smoke in the air was thick.  However fire-
fighting efforts made quick progress on the fast-
moving fire.

At the dining facility box lunches were prepared for Civil
Engineering personnel, and meals were served to all
persons who were required to remain on Base, as well

as fire fighters.  Longtime LOVARC employees will
remember that as contractors, we experienced our
first VAFB fire support in 1997, with the Azela Fire.
